HOW TO RE-SEAL YOUR MUSTANG HEADLIGHTS.

Does your new Mustang headlights or factory OEM headlights have condensation inside of the housings because rain, car wash or moisture in the air?

Instead of having to replace your headlights with newer ones that can possibly leak again, you can easily remove the water and re-seal your lights using your oven and some RTV Silicone.   You can get the silicone from us, or any local hardware store.  First remove bulbs and any headlight wiring.  Next heat your oven to 250 degrees and sit a piece of WET cardboard on top of a plate.   (You can also use direct sunlight, but it will take longer than the oven process).  Place the headlight on the cardboard for only 3 minutes. Remove the headlight from the oven and push them together the best you can to make the seal tight. When holding them tight, use some clear RTV sealant, which is available at any hardware store, and spread it along where the housings comes together. Make sure you let the silicone dry before re-installing the headlights.   The extra silicone sealant will seal any gaps in the headlight housing so that it doesn’t leak.  You should also check your headlight bulb gasket to make sure its not leaking around the bulb.
